by adding the vocabulary picture icons, simplifying sentences, and deleting nonessential sentences (Level 2 text). We also have
provided some Level 2 text examples in the ABuil d Towar dmplyl 1

(Level 1 text) and can be emphasized for students with emergent literacy (e.g., Tomorrow is Esperanzad birthday!) For students with
the most significant or multiple disabilities, objects can be used to augment the story (e.g., a doll to represent Esperanza, party favor
for birthday).
